The 170 Most Frequently Occurring Words in the New Testament 

 The following list contains the 170 most frequently occurring words in the Greek New 
Testament. These words account for nearly 100,000 of the approximately 140,000 words 
comprising the Greek text. The 170 words listed below make up 70 percent of the entire New 
Testament.  Every Greek Bible student has to learn these words in their first year of Biblical Greek. 
This list of the 170 most frequent words can be used to determine if you can identify which have 
the “Heptadic” Design Feature of “seven” or multiples of “seven”.   
 
 I have given readers a chance to participate in the search for the “Heptadic” Design 
Feature.  You will find the Greek word on each line, its English translation and its English meaning, 
Included with some words, you will see how many times it occurs in the King James Bible.  The 
“Heptadic” Design Feature may or may not be found.  Those words where the “Heptadic” Design 
Feature exists are in bold type.  I have left enough words for readers to practice their new skill at 
searching for the “Heptadic” Design Feature.   The Greek text of the New Testament is based on 
5,624 Greek root words.  The New Testament contains 7,956 verses, 140,745 words.  Besides 
looking at the primary root word, an important point to remember when using lexical sources is 
to be sure to look at the variants for that word, and the total of all variants of the primary word.  
The “Heptadic” Design Feature may appear in ways you may not suspect.   
 
 Recently Brent Miller Sr., of Ingenuity Films, introduced a New Testament called the ‘Pure 
Word Bible’  The ‘Pure Word Bible’ translation takes each of the 140,745 words which make up 
the 7,956 New Testament Greek verses and determines the single, pure meaning that was 
originally intended for each of the 5,624 Greek root words.  For example the English word 
“knowledge” in Greek has eight different meanings, as our word “love” in Greek has a minimum 
of four words with multiple meanings.  Brent Miller’s New Testament will do what over 400 
English translations have failed to do.  Accuracy and precision is the terms to describe the ‘Pure 
Word Bible’.  Thirty scholars spent 22-years producing this work.  I eagerly await my ordered copy 
of the ‘Pure Word Bible’.
